The company is also recognised for setting the highest environmental standards in the industry.

Founder Bøje Bendtzen describes ScanCom’s success, “We started as a small wholesaler, selling products in tropical hardwood from unknown sources. Now we are a leading garden furniture producer with an ever expanding range of products – and at the same time, we are respected for our commitment to environmental and social responsibility.” 
Environmental leader
Looking after the environment is a key part of ScanCom’s production philosophy. All timber used by ScanCom comes from sources dedicated to sustainable growth forestry, with the aim of securing wood supplies without adversely impacting on tropical forests, the people that depend on them for their livelihoods or the rich biodiversity. 
The company’s environmental programmes have been positively acknowledged by the World Wildlife Fund and a number of other organisations. Cornerstones of the company’s successful environmental activities include being the world leader in the wooden outdoor furniture industry using Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) certified wood, maintenance of a Chain of Custody (CoC) system, and a Social Accountability Programme applied to all its suppliers.
Continued expansion 
ScanCom produces outdoor furniture in a variety of styles and materials, including hardwood, teak, painted wood, aluminium, steel and wrought iron. The company also produces cushions and parasols, as well as a series of maintenance products designed specifically for the protection of its different product materials. Constantly embracing new technologies to increase efficiency and quality, ScanCom will continue to develop new, interesting products in the future, based on the needs of its key customer base.
In addition to its outdoor collection, ScanCom is also launching an indoor furniture range. Following the successful launch of sofas in the Nordic market, this new range is a key part of the company’s overall strategy of diversifying and expanding its business. The new range will consist of sofas, dining tables and chairs, beds, shelving units, etc. 
Following on from a successful first decade of rapid growth, ScanCom’s innovative strategies have laid the foundation for continued growth. Managing Director Poul Erik Brønsholm concludes “We have come a long way in just 10 years. We are well prepared to meet future goals and we are looking forward to what lies ahead.”
